WHEREAS, the Bergen County Department of Health Services can provide duly qualified personnel to carry out these public health services; and


WHEREAS, the Bergen County Department of Health Services has agreed to provide public health services through a contract agreement with the Borough of Woodcliff Lake Department of Health for the calendar year 2010, and


WHEREAS, the maximum amount of the contract is $47,795.43 and funds will be available for this purpose; and


WHEREAS, it has been certified that this meets the statutes and regulations concerning the award of said contract;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Woodcliff Lake as follows:

1.  That the Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to execute an agreement with the Bergen County Department of Health Services to perform public health services of a professional nature for the period of January 1, 2010 through December 31, 2010 at a cost not to exceed $47,795.43

2.  This contract is awarded without competitive bidding in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(2); and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Borough Treasurer has certified, in accordance with N.J.A.C. 5:30-14.5, that sufficient legally appropriated funds are available for this purpose subject to appropriation of funds in the 2010 temporary and/or adopted budget.

WHEREAS, this Agreement is made as of the date set forth between the Borough of Woodcliff Lake and the County of Bergen, Paramus NJ; and

 
NOW, THERFORE, IT IS AGREED by and between the Borough of Woodcliff Lake and the County of Bergen to have the County of Bergen provide vaccines and will bill the Borough; and 


WHEREAS, the County of Bergen Department of Health Services has submitted a proposal to perform such services for the 2010-2011 flu program at a sum of $ 2,500.00; and

WHEREAS, the contract is a valid contract for Professional Services which may be awarded without competitive bidding in accordance with NJSA 40A:11(a) of the Local Public Contracts Law.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Borough of Woodcliff Lake that the Mayor and Borough Administrator are hereby authorized and directed to execute an agreement with the County of Bergen Department of Health Services for the 2010-2011 flu program at a sum not to exceed $2,500.00 + reimbursement by the Borough of Woodcliff Lake to the County at a cost per vaccine of $48.00 per dose or $144.00 per three (3) dose series.

RESOLUTION REQUESTING AN EXTENSION FROM THE COUNTY BOARD OF TAXATION FOR THE BOROUGH OF WOODCLIFF LAKE 2011 REVALUATION ORDER









(Consent Agenda – 9)

WHEREAS, the Borough of Woodcliff Lake is subject to an Order requiring the Borough to perform a revaluation of properties within the Borough for Tax Year 2011; and


WHEREAS, the Borough has commenced the process of obtaining pricing from two firms and attempting to schedule individual meetings with same; however, due to the Holiday Season it is becoming difficult; and


WHEREAS, the Borough is in the State Tax Court with a major appeal which will greatly affect the valuation along with awaiting a decision on a major Farmland Rollback Tax Appeal and if the Revaluation comes in at a different amount will jeopardize our full valuation case, we also have other very large appeals that must be resolved prior to the Revaluation bring put on the books; and


WHEREAS, the economy of the real estate market regarding commercial and residential sales is on the rise it could greatly affect the values placed on the 2011 Tax List causing undue shifting of tax burdens and valuations that may be in line with the current market; and


WHEREAS, the Borough requires an extension of time in order to complete revaluation process from the Bergen County Board of Taxation.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Borough and the appropriate Borough Officials, be and hereby request of the Bergen County Board of Taxation that the Borough be permitted a one year extension of time to complete and 2011 Revaluation Order and thereby make the Revaluation Order as of October 1,2 911 for the Tax Year 2012.
